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Domaine de la Cote de Berne is 17-hectare estate run by Rémi Sandrin. He represents the 5th ge-
neration of winegrower. The vines are spread over several crus in Beaujolais : Brouilly, Ju-
lienas, Moulin a Vent and Morgon. Some vines are in very old age (up to 8o years old) and mos-
tly harvested by hand. The vat room is also ancient with some concrete vats dating back to
1900.

Beaujolais 2020 is a very early vintage (second earliest vintage behind 2003 since the

ripening network was set up in 1992). The harvest was marked by differences from one
plot to the next due to the wide range of terroirs from north to south, each with its
own resistance to drought (depending on the age of the vines, orientation, etc.) and
the limited rain having fallen in various places. In terms of quantity, the 2020 har-
vest is low compared to the average in recent years. As for the quality, the grapes
offer nice balance between freshness and ripeness.
